	Meeting & EventBarometer 2009: Methodology and categorisation


Background of the survey


Frankfurt/Main, 26 May 2009. This is the third time that the European Institute for the Meetings Industry has conducted the Meeting & EventBarometer for the German meeting and event market. This comprehensive survey was commissioned by the European Association of Event Centres (EVVC), German National Tourist Board (GNTB) and GCB German Convention Bureau to analyse this important segment and provide up-to-date facts and figures but also to highlight directional trends and developments. 

Collected data and methodology
To create an insightful picture of the industry, identify its needs and highlight development trends, around 2,200 providers (convention centres, meeting hotels and venues with at least 100 seats in the largest hall (theatre-style seating)) in Germany, approx. 6,700 organisers of meetings and events (companies, associations and agencies) in Europe, and 370 experts world-wide (representatives of trade associations, the trade press, travel companies, tourism organisations and research institutes) were interviewed via web-based questionnaires up to mid-April 2009. Compared to the previous year, members of this last group were recruited more selectively and could word their replies freely. Hence the survey correlates the results of the provider and organiser interviews with Germany's international image as a business travel destination enabling an insightful comparison. On average the questionnaire return rate was five per cent offering the industry valuable results and conclusions.
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
